e Learn about Quaker Quest.

e Let Quaker Quest at FGC
know you are beginning the
process.

e Be inclusive & transparent
in the entire process.

e Bring Quaker Quest to a
committee or have a group
formed to plan the FDW.

e The FDW is valuable
whether or not the meeting
later discerns to do the
public sessions.

e The planning committee or
group brings a request to
business meeting to have
the FDW.

e This request is only for the
workshop.

e The clerk of the
coordinating committee for
the workshop contacts FGC
by filling up the ‘Request a
Full-Day Workshop’ form
on the QQ homepage.

o FGC and the meeting will
be in contact to decide on a
Saturday and to have 2
Quaker Quest Travel Team
members co-lead the
workshop.

e After the FDW, see if a core
group emerges to shepherd
this work forward.

e Keep FGC and your meeting
informed.

o Take at least 6 months after
business meeting approves
doing the public sessions
before holding the first public
session.

o Use this time to prepare for
newcomers.

e Contact FGC to arrange for
one Quaker Quest Travel
Team member to give a
Half-Day Preparation
Session on a Saturday or
Sunday about 6 weeks
before the first PS.

e The HDPS is going to help
the meeting prepare for
the PS.

e Review plans to
incorporate newcomers into the
life of the meeting or church.

e Implement plans for publicity.

o Arrange for books and pamphlets
to give away and to sell.

e Keep FGC informed about how it is
going.
